Spring is here, and our first starting gun will be fired sooner than we think, with the practice races being held the weekend of June 14th and the first race of the July series on June 21st.

Although they have not been able to join in the races for the last several seasons, we all have enjoyed their waves and smiles from their powerboat, as they watched us race.
